Instructions for Triangle Pictures

(File Name: triangle_pictures.gsp)

NOTES: You will need The Geometer's Sketchpad installed on your computer in order to use the file named above. This file is "read-only" and will ask you to give it a new name if you want to save your work.

1. Open the file: triangle_pictures.gsp. 

2. There are two tabs at the bottom of the window – "face" and "boat". The face should be the one visible on opening the file.

3. Choose each of the named triangles at the top of the window, and move it onto one of the triangles in the image at the bottom. 

4. Manipulate the named triangles to duplicate various triangles in the image by moving points or segments to fit. 

5. Find a combination of named triangles that will duplicate the entire picture and record the names of the triangles on the images below.
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
