Studying Reflections:

Using Semi-Transparent Mirrors
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· Semi-transparent mirrors have at least one beveled edge on one side.

· Place the mirror so that the beveled edge faces the original diagram and is aligned with the reflection line provided in the diagram. 

· Look through the red plastic. 

· You should see the paper through the plastic as well as an image of the figure reflected in the plastic. This shows the placement and shape of the reflected image.

· To make the reflected image, trace the correct shape in the correct position on the paper while watching your hand through the semi-transparent mirror.

Place the beveled edge along the reflection line.
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
