Activity 55: My Constellation
Outcomes
Students will be expected to
· identify constellations from diagrams, pictures and/or representations of the night sky (302-13)

· use electronic, print resources and/or visit a planetarium to gather information on the visual characteristics and mythology of constellations and compare how different cultures have used the position of the stars  (107-3, 205-8)

Assessment
Students are able to make and name their own constellation.

Students are able to both orally and written tell a mythological story or legend about the constellation they made.
Questions
How does your myth or legend bring meaning to your constellation?
Materials
black construction paper, overhead projector, towel rolls, tape, flashlights
Procedure
This learning experience is an introduction to constellations. Discussions on what students think constellations are should be carried out. In order to have them make their own myth or legend discussions on what various constellations are and represent should be left for Activity 56. Give students various options on what materials they could use to make their constellation and to project it on a wall or ceiling. From this have them create their own constellation. After they have completed it have them write their myth or legend about it. Students should share their ideas with the class.
