
Challenge: A-B-C Scavenger Hunt
Outcomes
Students will be expected to
· create and analyze your own chart or diagram for classifying and describe the role of a common classification system (206-1, 206-9, 300-15)
Assessment
Students will show their understanding of classification and components of an ecosystem.

The longest collection and list made and justified in the time allotted will be considered the winner.

Questions
What is an ecosystem? 

What reasons do you have for each choice in your list?

Materials
paper, pencil, clipboard, the environment

Procedure
Go outside and observe your environment. Collect items from the environment (once living or non-living – NO LIVE SPECIMENS) and identify them in alphabetical order – one item for each letter.

Any type of item (such as grass) can only be used for two different letters. The group with the longest list and able to justify each choice will be the winner.

Time Limit: 10 minutes for collection of items
